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El-Farabi is considered to be one of the most important Arabic philosophers and scientists who established the rules and the theories of the Arabic Music on Lute. Whereas he handled this tool in his book Great Musician. He handled the various compositions used in the lute of four chords and the various Tunings on the strings. He also handled the simple and compound compositions. This induced the scholar to study this important side to recognize the possibility of explaining these illustrations and the extent of benefiting from it in the academic and scientific fields. 
Analytical study of lute and its theories in El- Farabi.

The thesis consists of four chapters as follows 

The first chapter: The Research Problem 

This chapter consists of three topics 

First Topic: 

Marking out the problem and the aims and the importance of the research, then the research questions and after that the research measures. 

The research problem is visible in playing theories of El-Farabi on lute and the extension of its application and in that these theories is considered to be a fertile field for scholars specialized in the Arabic music. This induced the scholar to study this side and to show the way of benefiting from it in the field of specialization. 
Second topic 

In it the research terms were handled, as the scholar dealt with the musical term of El- Farabi, then he classified the research terms as follows:- 

Terms related to the components of lute. 
Terms related to the chords of the lute 

Terms related to the names f tunes 

Terms related to the strings of lute 

Terms related to the rates and dimensions on lute. 
The third topic 

It contains the various studies related to the subject of the research. 

The second chapter: Theoretical Frame 

 This chapter contains three topics.
The first Topic: 

In it the scholar handled lute namely and idiomatically. Then he handled lute in the various civilizations, amongst them the ancient Egyptians civilization and the Assyrian, Persian, Chinese and Indian civilizations. The scholar also handled the lute in the Islamic traces passing by the Amway Age and the Abbassy age, then the lute for the Muslim scientists and philosophers such as Al-Kendy and Elsafa brothers, then El-Farabi.

The second topic 

In which he handled a historical brief about the Abbassy age and highlighted the pioneers of the scientific movement of the Arabic music in the fourth Hegira century. 
The third topic 

In this topic the scholar handled El-Farabi in regard with his parentage and his birth and his life, whereas the scholar divided these periods of El-Farabi' life into two stages. The first stage is his formation and growth. The second stage is his maturity and influence. Then he handled the compositions of El-Farabi in the various fields in alphabetical order table. After that the scholar handled El-Farabi compositions in music industry. Finally he highlighted the Great Musician book in regard with its content and the subjects of its parts. The scholar also touched on the classification of El-Farabi to the musical tools then the musical noting   of El-Farabi. 
The third chapter: Practical Frame 

This chapter consist s of six topics as follows:-

The first topic 

It dealt with the measuring and ratio units, the measuring unit (AlKoma) and the measuring unit (Alsent).
The second topic 

The scholar handled El-Farabi string of lute, whereas he handled the famous strings and the stings of the middle finger and the strings of the forefinger sides.
The third topic 

It dealt with the recent dimensions of lute of four chords. 

The fourth topic 

This topic contains the complete assembling in the chords of the lute for El-Farabi and the complete separate assembling and the first and second octave in the complete assembling and the number of tunes and strengths of lute of four chords four El-Farabi. Then the tunes of the first octave and its strength in the second octave and the tunes of the second octave and its strength in the first octave and the octave of the first and second octave of lute for El-Farabi.
The Fifth topic:

This topic contains the tunings of tunes in the lute of four chords and they are twenty nine tunings the scholar handled in detail and he listed in a table.
The sixth topic 

This topic contains the compositions on lute, whereas he classified to simple compositions numbering nine compositions and compound compositions numbering six compositions. Then the scholar handled the opinion of El-Farabi in changing the ratios of chords from their famous compositions and the reason of using these compositions.
